Reverend Charles Kenneth Rankin retired as Superintendent of Fremont 
Christian School effective June 30, 2010.  He has been involved with 
Fremont Christian School from its inception in 1968.  He earned his 
Bachelor of Christian Education from Central Bible College in 1965 and 
completed a Master of Education at the State University of New York in 
1970.  He holds a Life Administrative Certificate from the Association of 
Christian Schools International.  In July 2007 he was awarded an honorary 
degree of Doctor of Philosophy in Christian Education.  Reverend Rankin is 
an ordained minister with the Assemblies of God in Springfield, Missouri.  
He has been a minister since 1966 and has served as Senior Associate 
Pastor of Harbor Light Church and Fremont Christian School for 42 years. 
  
As co-founder of Fremont Christian School, Reverend Rankin has been the 
primary spiritual influence on campus.  He has maintained the integrity of 
the school's mission and philosophy through consistent prayer, personal 
example, and clear articulation of vision.  Distinguished Christian alumni are 
testimony to his personal influence.   
  
His spiritual contribution to the community and its leaders is also quite 
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significant.  For 13 years he served as Chaplain for the Fremont Fire 
Department.  He presently is serving the community as a member of the 
Washington Township Health Care District Citizen's Bond Oversight 
Committee.  There are five members of this committee to review and report 
to the public on the $190M bond to finance the hospital expansion.  For 
over 33 years he has been a member of the Niles/Fremont Rotary Club.  He 
has received multiple awards from the Paul Harris Foundation for generous 
contributions to the largest educational foundation in the world.
 
On a personal note, Reverend Rankin has been married to his wife, 
Barbara, for over 45 years.  Barbara taught the first kindergarten class at 
Fremont Christian School.  They have four children and seven grand-
children.  All four of their children are graduates of Fremont Christian 
School.  Kenneth Jr. graduated from Vanguard University with a Bachelor of 
Science degree.  He & his wife Nicole have two children enrolled in FCS.  
Shareese attended North Central University.  She & her husband, James, 
reside in Texas with their five children.  Brad graduated from Vanguard 
University with a Bachelor of Science and a Masters Degree.  He resides 
with his wife, Carrie, in Virginia.

Team Solista
FCS's First Robotics Club 
 
FCS launched its first robotics club under the name "Solista" (formally 
known as Team 3156), under the leadership of two seniors: Mo Shen and 
Lucinda Lim.  Team Solista competed in the Silicon Valley Regional at 
SJSU in March, then in the Las Vegas Regional at UNLV in April.  There 
were a total of 46 teams at each event.  We had the distinction of being the 
only team that was completely student-managed and student-led.  The 
tremendous commitment of so many students from such a small school 
considerably impressed the judges, and we were honored with the "Rookie 
Inspiration Award" at both regional competitions.  
  
Fremont Christian School and Valley Christian San Jose (a fellow rookie 
team) were the only two Christian schools who participated in the Silicon 
Valley Regional.  Both teams had the opportunity to meet and pray on the 
first day of competition.  We focused on the significance of a Christian 
presence in the midst of an event promoting the use of technology for noble 
ends.  The so-called conflict between faith and science is a relatively recent 
development.  Historically speaking, pioneers such as Isaac Newton, 
Robert Boyle and Blaise Pascal sought to reconcile their theological beliefs 
with the emerging scientific revolution.  Their quest to understand the inner-
workings of creation proceeded on the assumption of divine order.  Their 
faith felt right at home with their science. 
  
A few centuries later, the church finds itself on the outside when it comes to 
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matters of science.  At least that's what contemporary culture would like us 
to believe.  But in reality, Team Solista's presence at the Silicon Valley 
Regional Competition is neither unexpected nor out of place, but long 
overdue.  We are right where we should be in pursuing God's glory, 
especially when it comes to technology.

Fremont Christian School's Continuous School Improvement Plan includes:

●     developing a formal plan for the consistent application of the school's 
philosophy so that with every decision, the staff answers this 
question, "How does this relate to what we are all about?" and uses 
its philosophy and, more specifically, its ESLRs, as a guiding directive 
for all decisions. 

●     developing goals and strategies to bring a deeper sense of 
community and better communication between the elementary and 
secondary campuses in order to promote stronger unity, retention of 
students, and continuity in the scope and sequence of the curriculum. 

●     hiring a full-time college admissions counselor to design and 
implement a more complete guidance curriculum for grades 7-12. 

●     developing a comprehensive, centralized professional development 
program that addresses Christian worldview, equips staff to help 
students meet ESLRs, technology training and continuous training in 
meeting accreditation standards for all employees. 

●     developing an annual system for all employees and students to 
receive continuous training and practice in disaster preparedness. 

●     adding a program at the secondary level for English Language 
Learners to broaden the range of International (I-20) students at FCS. 

●     hiring teaching and learning development staff in the form of an 
additional half-time Mentor Teacher, a full-time curriculum director 
and a half-time curriculum staff member. 

●     adherence to the Master Plan to develop the campus to its potential 
with new classroom buildings, fields, labs, library, music room, 
gymnasium, outdoor amphitheatre. 

●      a plan to provide standards-based grade reporting (staged by content 
area) that will be accessible through PowerSchool for parents and 
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students to have a coherent, visual representation of standards 
progress.
